Approximately 100 members of the United States Air Force Auxiliary participated in activities from 4 different staging areas through out the state of New Jersey.
“Our training session allowed for the testing of aerial search and rescue techniques and the use of high resolution digital photography.  Crews were given the task of flying to a location, pin pointing a hypothetical downed aircraft and flying over a site taking reconnaissance pictures”, according to Public Affairs Officer 2d Lt. Scott Juffe.  “All four locations were connected with the help of the Civil Air Patrol’s radio communications network”
Civil Air Patrol, the official U.S. Air Force Auxiliary, is a civilian, volunteer, nonprofit, service organization. The unpaid members perform more then 95 percent of inland search and rescue missions as tasked by the Air Force Rescue and Coordination Center (AFRCC).  Volunteers also take a leading role in aerospace education, Homeland Security and conduct one of America’s finest youth program through CAP Cadet Programs.

There are more then 1,422 Civil Air Patrol members in New Jersey.
